Check List 

 
o Proof of Vaccination - We require your dog to be 

currently vaccinated for Rabies, Distemper/Parvo, & 
Bordetella (a.k.a Kennel cough). Please make sure we have all 
necessary documentation prior to your dog’s stay. We will 
not board your dog without these vaccinations.  

o Collar & Identification - dogs staying with us should 
have a collar with some sort of identification (i.e. name tag, 
rabies tag, or ct dog license).   

o Food/medications - If your pet needs meds or specific food, 
make sure to bring enough for an extra day or two so in the 
event that there is a delay in your travel plans we have 
enough to get your pet through until you can pick up. 
Please note: We serve an excellent brand of holistic food 
that is wheat free, soy free & corn free (Sierra Natural Pet 
food’s Chicken & Rice formula) & is included in your dog’s 
board.  

o Blanket/Bed - Please make sure all beds or blankets are 
clearly labeled. We often wash blankets/beds before you pick 
up so they should be labeled in a way that can withstand 
soap & water. We offer blankets or kuranda cots to those 
dogs that do not chew bedding so you are not required to 
bring your own bedding, but we will not provide any 
bedding for dogs that chew their beds. We are not 
responsible for any damage done to beds that you have 
brought from home.  

o Toys/Chewies – You are welcome to bring any toys you 
would like your dog to have during their stay with us. 
Again, please make sure all toys are adequately labeled to 
withstand washing if necessary. We recommend toys that are 
not easily chewed & those that do not have stuffing (i.e. 
Kong toys, nylabones, etc). We do our best to keep track of 
toys as they come in so they go home with the proper dog, 
but this is not always possible. We will not be responsible for 
damaged or lost toys.
